                        RULES AND GUIDELINES

1. Registration is $40.00 per two man team. Only 1 boat may be used by each team.  Big fish pool is $10.00.

2. Teams can launch at 7:00am at the approved boat ramps. You can take your boat out of the water at any ramp of your choosing.
3. Start time for the river tournament is 7:00 a.m.  Finish time is 5:00 p.m.

4. Prizes will be awarded as soon as possible after weigh-in.

5. This is a total numbers tournament.  Big fish will determine a tie-breaker.

6. No chumming is allowed for 5 days prior to the tournament.
7. A penalty will be assessed of one fish per minute, up to 20 minutes, to any team not returning on time.

8. Only archery equipment is allowed and no more than two shooters can compete in the tournament. Except one person 16 years or younger can shoot with the team members for free and their fish will count towards the total. 
9. No nets, gigs, explosive devices or gaffs longer than 60 inches are allowed in the boat.

10. Contestants must obey all state and local game laws as well as boating regulations.

11. When arriving at the tournament, please register as soon as possible. If you are registering the day of the tournament you must register at the Wilson Island boat ramp.
12. All arrows must have a line attached to them and the line must be attached to the bow.

13. Suspected transferring of fish between teams will result in the disqualification of all teams involved.

14. No unsportsmanlike like conduct will be tolerated.  The decision of tournament officials will be final.

15. Tournament hosts and sponsors will not be responsible for accidents or loss of property.

16. No automatic refunds of entry fees.  Fees or any portion of fees refunded will be the decision of tournament officials.

17. Each team must be at the ramp of their choice by no later than 7:00am for boat inspection by tournament officials. Only team that are pre registered can launch from the other 2 boat ramps
18. You must stay in your boat to shoot no wadding allowed.

          Registration, weigh-in will be at the Wilson Island boat ramp area.
